Voluntary Interventions

Go back to “Receive Referral and Engage in Data Gathering” 
until formalized case review.

Complete the Violence 
Risk Assessment of 
the Written Word 

(VRAWW)

Mandate a Structured 
Interview for Violence 

Risk Assessment 
(SIVRA-35) for harm to 
others or Non-Clinical 
Assessment of Suicide 
(NAS) for harm to self.

Complete a generalized  
assessment using the 
NABITA Risk Rubric

Is the concern related to other 
safety issues (e.g., substance use, 

disconnection from reality)?

Consider appropriate mandated 
assessment options (e.g., 

psychological assessment, alcohol 
and other drugs assessment). 
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Is the concern regarding harm to self or others?

Is the individual’s Overall Summary rating Elevated or Critical?

Is there concerning narrative content (e.g., blog, social media content, class writing) in the 
original referral, in the additional data collected, or in the information collected during the 

intervention phase?

BIT/CARE Team receives referral and engages in data gathering

Use VRAWW results 
and additional data 
collected (e.g., other 
BIT referrals, student 

conduct history, 
housing status) to 

inform overall risk.
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
